Notice Of Race

 OPEN JUNIOR FW  POLISH CHAMPIONSHIP 
1. Event

The Formula WINDSURFING JUNIOR POLISH CHAMPIONSHIP 2005 will be held from 12th August to 14th August 

2.
The event will be organised by the AZS LODZ, PSW, for and on behalf of the Polish Boardsailing Association and sponsorship HYDROSFERA and Deeemed. The event is sanctioned by Polish Yachting Federation .

3. Venue

Racing will take place in the waters in front of the CAMPING KAPER CHALUPY IN THE HEL PENISULA ( 2nd  Camping on the Hel Penisula 4 km from Wladyslawowow), where the Race Office  will be established on the beach.

During mid August the weather conditions are usually sunny and warm.  Average wind 8-14 knots . Water temp. 18+ C,  Average air temp. 20+ C. Wetsuits are strongly recommended.

4. Rules

The event will be governed by:

· The ISAF Funboard Racing Rules (FRR).

· The IFW Class rules

· The Windsurfing Office General Rules ( in part concerning annual FW GP Ranking)

· The national rules of the Polish Yachting Federation and Polish Boardsailing Association

· The Notice of Race and Sailing Instructions

5. Eligibility & Discipline

The event is open for any sailor not older than 17 years old . Competitors shall possess valid third party liability insurance. No one is allowed to race without a valid third party liability insurance.

The event shall be an open entry event sailed on Formula Windsurfing Boards for men and women. 

Fleets and Divisions:

There will be only one fleet: Men and Women.  They shall race togetherly,  in a maximum 11 race series. Only one race is required for each division for valid results of the event.  The position of the competitor within the division will be calculated from his/her position in the fleet results. No separate division scoring will be applied. .

A minimum of 5 entries is required to constitute a 'fleet' or a division within a fleet.

There will be two divisions :

1.juniors  girls and boys  not older than 17 years sail  up to 10 m2

2.juniors girls and boys not older than 15 years  sail up to 8,5 m2

6. Measurement.

It is the responsibility of each owner/competitor to ensure that his/her sailboard and equipment conforms to FW Class Rules. Measurement and equipment checks may be made throughout the event. Sails will only be restricted :

Juniors up to 17 years old  to 10 m2 maximum

Juniors up to 15 years old  to  10 m2  maximum

7. Sail Insignias

All Sails SHALL comply with the new national letter system according to the appendix H of the Funboard Racing Rules.

8. Buoyancy

If personal buoyancy is prescribed, each competitor shall wear, above the waist, a jacket, harness, or vest with a minimum buoyancy of 4kg. uninflated, in fresh water. The buoyancy shall be tested with a metal weight of 4kg. which shall remain supported for a minimum of 5 minutes.

9. Liability.

Competitors take part in all races at their own risk. The Organising Authority or the sponsors or their officials or representatives are not responsible, under any circumstances, for any damage, loss or injury either ashore or on the water either to persons or equipment, which may result. Participation in this event, supporting events and in each race in them, is at the sole discretion of the sailor and at his/her own risk.

10. Courses

Courses shall be described on the Official Notice Board.

11. Schedule

Registration 9.00 Skippers meeting (ca. 12:00), Racing (from ca. 12:30), After-Race-Party in local disco bar (ca. 21:00), 
Saturday, 13. August:
Skippers meeting (ca. 09:00), Racing (from ca. 09:30), 
Sunday, 14 August:

1.  skippers meeting (ca.9:00), Racing from ca. 9:30. Last possible race 15:00. Prize giving (ca. 16:00) Derigging, Departure. 

12. Scoring

The Funboard Racing Rules low points scoring system (App. A2) will apply.  Appendix  A2 is modified as followed: The maximum number of races is 11. 

13.  Protest Committee

A protest committee will be appointed according to the ISAF FRR Part 7 p.89

14. Sailing Instructions (SIs)/Event Programme

The 'SIs' will be available at registration as will the Event Programme scheduling social events.

15. Coaches

Coaches are required to register in advance and advise the organisers if they propose to bring their own coachboats.

16. Drug Testing

Competitors are reminded of the ISAF rules and regulations concerning the use of banned methods and substances. Drug testing may take place during the event.

17. Prizes

There will be gifts , cups and medals for minimum 3 first sailors in each divison separately for boys and girls

For the best boy and girl there will be a special prize + title Polish FW  Junior Champ

18. Television and Media

In registering for the event, competitors automatically grant to the Organising Authority the right in perpetuity to make, use and show from time to time at their discretion, any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or filmed television and other reproduction of them, taken during the period of the event, for the said Championship as defined in the Notice of Race and Sailing Instruction in which he/she participates without compensation.

19. Bibs/Vests & Competitors Sail Branding

During racing, training, at all times on the water competitors will be required by the organisers to wear bibs/vests carrying the event sponsor's branding and Sail stickers above the boom .

20. Accommodation

There are a lot of places to spend the night in Wladyslawowo , Chalupy Jurata, Jastarnia,. Spending the night: Hotels 200-500 PLN, Guest- house 30-50 PLN, Guest- rooms with bathrooms 50PLN. 

21. Travel/Transportation

 is one of greater and most popular sea-side town. It is 40 km from Gdansk  Chalupy has beautiful beach and wild nature.

You can go: Berlin-Szczecin-Koszalin-Slupsk-Reda-Wladyslawowo. It is about 398 km.

You can fly to international airplane at Rebiechowo near Gdansk /about 13 km/.
