3. Venue:

Camping „KAPER” at Hel peninsula, 84-131 Chalupy (Puck Bay)close to Gdansk  32 km  4 km form one of the most popular Polish summer holiday place Wladyslawowo..The races will take place on the Puck Gulf , average winds 10-15 knot, temp of water + 23C.
4. General rules  -  those who can enter the competition:

UNDER 20 IN  2006 (born in 1987 and younger) for female and male jouth
BE OVER 35 IN  2005    for MASTER (not younger that born 1970) for female and male 
 BE OVER 45 IN 2005 or earlier for GRAND MASTER ( not younger than year 1960)
competitors shall possess valid third party liability insurance (valid license of Polish Yachting Association)
competitors shall possess valid medical statement
competitors shall pay to Polish Yachting Association for individual advertisements on sails (for those who have such advertisements).

The regatta is for maximum 90 competitors. If there are more candidates, elimination race will take place, according to rules given by Main Referee.

The Main Referee may let enter the competition more competitors but not more than 120.

5. Classes:

Course Racing according to the rules for  Formula Windsurfing (1 serial board from the list of equipment for FWC, designed without a sword, max. width 1005 mm + 3 sails of max area  10,0 m2 for female and male juniors U-17 and  8,5 m2   for female and male juniors U-15; three  fins with max. length  70 mm;  wind limit – not less than  7 knots at the start procedure, all competitors may start on any serial equipment including models of 2006).
 Maximally, 11 Course Races are forseen 

Polish Championship is valid if there is minimum three Course Races
he Championship  will be governed by golden-silver rules. During the races competitors may announce silver raace to the Main Referee, according to the sailing instruction

 Slalom Racing according to the rules for  Slalom (2 serial board , designed without a sword, max. width 850 mm + 4 sails of max area  10,0 m2 ; e  fins with max. length  60 mm;  wind limit – not less than  7 knots at the start procedure, all competitors may start on any serial equipment including models of 2006).
Maximally 8 sets of races  of slalom heats

Polish Championship is valid if there is minimum one set of heats of Slalom

6. Age categories:

1. Female youth  - Under 20
2. Male youth - Under 20
3. Master
4. Grand master
Women and men race together
All categories start together and the winners in each category will be appointed from their positions in the fleet results.

In FW class, if a competitor announces a bigger sail than can be in his category, he will be classified into older age category.

 There  must be minimum 5 competitors in each category to calculate their position  in the fleet results
7. Rules of racing.

The regatta  is an event governed by the rules of ISAF 2005/2008 (ISAF Racing Rules of

Sailing – Appendix B - Windsurfing Competition Rules), and regulations of Polish Yachting Association, Polish Windsurfing Society, and  this announcement, and Sailing Instruction.

The detailed rules of the races will be presented in Sailing Instruction which will be placed on the  official Regatta Information Board, not later than till 6.00 pm on the day preceding the day of the first race.

Any changes to the Sailing Instruction shall be announced in written form on the official Information Bard at least an hour before the time  they are in force, with the exception of the first race when a change shall be announced till 6.00 pm on preceding day.

8. Safety
Should SG decides on compulsory wearing life jackets, all competitors must start in jackets with minimal draught 4 kg on penalty of excluding  from the regatta.

9. Liability
Competitors take part in all races at their own risk and liability.

Competitors under 18 start at their parents’ or legal protectors responsibilities confirmed in written form.
Polish Windsurfing Society, the organizers of  the Regatta, and all sponsors taking part in organizing the event, are not responsible, under any circumstances, for any damage, loss or injury either ashore or on the water either to persons or equipment, which may be a result of the competition

To have documentation of races governed by Formula Windsurfing, all competitors must bring to the Regatta Office, a list of equipment, signed by  herself/himself, which she/he will use in the Course race. The list shall include:

the name of  producer, model and serial number of equipment
the name of producer, model and area of 3 sails.

the name of producer, model and the length of 3 tail fins.

If the equipment does not have serial numbers, it may be labeled by Technical Referee and the label will be put on the list.

Any changes to the listed equipment during the Regatta, without agreement of Main Referee, will be treated as violation to fair-play rule and  it will punished with disqualification DNE.

The organizers guarantee trophies for the first three competitors in different categories,
Organiser gurantee trophies for best foreign sailors and the Best Rookie

Competitors are obliged to place, on the both sides of sails, the numbers of certificate of Central Register for Class Yacht.

All competitors must place  labels of their sponsors on the both sides of the sails and wear advertising shirts during all races.
