Notes.
The annual ranking begins with the result of the World Championship and continues until the next World Championship. This period is called the “Ranking Season”.
Every paid-up National FW Association has the right to add ONE  ‘international’ (OPEN) event which will count to the ranking. ‘An International Event is an event open to entries other than those from the national authority of the venue.’ ISAF Regulations.
Regional Championships are “stand alone” events that involve the participation of 3 or more “neighbouring” countries that declare a regional title, eg  Nordic Championships. 

A overall result of a Regional Series, comprising 3 or more events hosted by different IFWC member countries, may also be awarded Level 2 ranking points, eg  Baltic Cup. 

A Grand Prix must provide a minimum  20,000 euro prize fund. 

Level 1 Plus -Grand Prix events offering a prize fund in excess of 20,000 euro, or Continental Championships (CC) offering a minimum 20,000 euro prize fund, carry a Factor = 1.75.
Level 2 Plus - events, with minimum prize money of 10,000 euro, carry a Factor = 1.25.
Level 2 events may also include “Approved” prize money events below GP level.
The IFWC committee will sanction an event only after the Notice of Race has been received and approved.  Results must be forwarded directly to FW webmaster in the format specified.

The points which each competitor has scored within the current ranking season will be added. The actual ranking position will be based on the sum of ranking points. The competitor with most points is the first.

An event shall only appear once in the current ranking season. Every competitor that appeared on the previous seasons ranking shall be ranked at base level on the new seasons ranking.
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
