 The regatta is open to all boats or sailboards of the Optimist (minims, benjamins), Laser (4.7, radial,Standard), Sunfish,Tempest, Small Catamaran, Mistral (6.6 , 7.4), Formula Experience, Formula Windsurfing classes, members of the French sailing federation or member of a club or of an organisation affiliated with a National Authority.

3.2 Eligibility boats or sailboards may enter by completing the attached form and sending it, together with the required fee, to the 1st  of December 2004 and by February 5th 2005 at 11:00 a.m.

3.3 Late entries will not be accepted.

3.4  Charter boats are in limited number, allocation will be taken on a “first come, first served” basis.

A maximum of 12 races for each class will be sailed between February 05th and February 08h  2005.

6.3 - The warning signal for the 1st race will be made for all classes at 2.00 p.m. on February 05th  .

7- MEASUREMENTS

7.1 – Competitors shall make sure that equipment complies with class rules to which they belong.

Each competitors will be stamped at time of registration: sails, sailboards hull and fins.

9- VENUE

12 - SCORING
12.1 The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply.

12.2 Four races are required to be completed to validate the competition

12.3 

(a) When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her races scores.

(b) When from 5 to 9 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her races scores excluding her worst score.

(c ) When 10 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her races scores excluding her two worst scores.

12 – SUPPORT BOATS

Supports boats shall be marked with pennants definite in the Sailing Instructions.

14– HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS

Keel boats shall not be hauled out during the regatta except with and according to the terms of prior written permission of the race committee.

15– RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats.This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

16-  PRIZES

The first, the second and the third of each class shall be rewarded.The first female of each class shall be rewarded.

In accordance with the race committee Special awards are possible.

17 – DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk .See rule 4, Decision to Race.

The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustainted in conjonction with a prior to, during, or after the regatta.

18 - INSURANCE
Each competitor shall be insured with a valid third-party liability insurance .
